


3. FINANCES

P.Carpenter reported on the financial aspect of the Division. At the time, he was unable to
obtain an up-to-date account before the meeting. Subsequently, he provided the comments
below upon receiving an updated account report (please see Appendix 1) from the Head
Office of RACI Incorporated. These comments were then electronically circulated to the
Division Committee immediately.

€! Over the last few weeks, the Divisionis account for the 200172002 financial year had
been revised some time after 6 November 2002. An amount of $1292.13 was debited for
the Assembly Meeting costs, but re-credited with two legitimate debits: $5.000 for the
Flow Injection Analysis Float and $1.987.50 for our share of the 2000 Research &
Development Topics Meeting bursaries, totalling the final balance for that year to
$34,217.14 (please refer to Appendix I).

€! The auditor required a separate account be established for the Analytical Chemistry
Division and Research & Development conferences. That account ended the 20012002
year in debit by $6.987.50.

€ According to the 200272003 financial report (please see Appendix I), we finished with a
balance of $60,223.02cr. This had included $2,940.98 Research &Development Topics
Meeting surplus returned from RMIT. However, a sum of approximately $1,000 was
likely to be debited to cover the cost for Telstra conference calls for that year.

€! Details for the 200272003 Analytical Chemistry Division Research & Development
account mentioned earlier were tabulated in Appendix I. A balance of $630cr was due to
as yet unpaid bursaries from the last conference.

€! The last Research & Development Topics Meeting budget finished with a small surplus
($121.50). This sum of money was yet to be located but it should be transferred to the
organisers of the 2003 event.

€! The Alan Walsh bursaries account (also attached) finished the 2002112003 year with a
balance of $22,427.11. A payment of $2,000 was yet to be made to Vanessa Leung in late
May, and $2,000 was to be refunded from John Coumbaros (University of South
Australia). Hence, the balance shown was correct.

€! The AWB account showed an interest and audit fee allocation of $1,106.48, which was
larger than the allocation made to the Analytical Chemistry Division account ($612.45)
that maintained a larger balance throughout the year (even after subtracting the Research &
Development account balance). This would seem to be contrary to the allocation process
described in the consolidation documentation.

Our Visiting Lecturer this year was Professor Sandy Dasgupta
(Paul Whitfield Horn Professor, Department of Chemistry, Texas Tech University, USA),
who visited Tasmania, New South Wales, Victoria, Western Australia and Northern
Territory in February 2003

€! Professor Dasgupta visited a majority of Branch Groups, and delivered lectures on a
variety of topics, from micro-technologies for sampling, to the role of scientists and
science. The thought-provoking manner in which Sandy delivered his material and the
active interest by those who attended his talks was greatly appreciated.

Flow Injection Analysis Symposium, Deakin University

€1 The Division Float had been returned to the Division. lan McKelvie (Conference Chair)
advised that there would be a surplus.

€l The organisers were congratulated on the success of the meeting, putting together a broad
and interesting scientific program, and combining this with a social program

€ This had now been launched.

€At Council, it was decided that each Division/Branch would contribute to this initiative.

€! The initial draft had an incorrect link address for Analytical Chemistry Division, and
incorrect members. Also, little prominence was given to Chemistry in Australia.
P.Marriott suggested the necessary changes to the former, and advised that more
prominence be given to the latter.

€1 Phil Jones was the invited guest; The RACI Inc. Vic Branch Chair was in attendance on
the first day.

€! Lectures by the Divisor Medal Awardees (2001, 2002) were made by Phil Marriott and
Bill Maher.

15t Sir Alan Walsh bursary

A letter of congratulations was sent to the award winner (Mr John Coumbaros of the School
of Pharmaceutical, Molecular and Biomedical Sciences, University of South Australia). A
separate letter was also sent to the University of South Australia advising the success of one
of their research students in achieving this honour.

A letter of congratulations was sent to University of Canberra, advising them of the award to
Assoc Prof Bill Maher.

Meanwhile, the Division thanked Dr Peter Carpenter for his excellent performance as a
Treasurer for the Division in all these years.

6. CALL FOR NOMINATIONS FOR DIVISION MEDALLIST 2003

Based on an electronic mail was previously circulated to all Division Committee members,
permission was granted to advertise a call for nominations for Division Medal 2003 in
1Chemistry in Australiat. D.Wong reported that the advertisement appeared on page 24 of
the June issue of the magazine. The Division was reminded that the closing date for
nominations would be on 30" September.

7.  PROGRESS REPORT ON PREPARATION FOR THE 11™ RESEARCH &
DEVELOPMENT TOPICS MEETING

N.Barnett initially reported on the discussion with B.Maher with regard to the frequency and
the level of financial support for this event. N.Barnett argued that it would be appropriate to
continue conducting the Meeting as an annual activity. A less frequent event would most
likely to disadvantage some Honours students. In addition, the current financial status of both
the Analytical Chemistry Division and Environmental Division would permit an adequate
support for the Meeting. As a commitment to promote analytical chemistry and to attract
bright, young students to analytical chemistry, the Division agreed to support the Research &
Development Topics Meeting as an annual event with a similar level of financial resources.

N.Barnett also reported that the preparation for the 11" Research & Development Topics
Meeting was progressin% satisfactorily. The Meeting will be held at University of Western
Sydney between 7" /i 10" December 2003.

8. PROGRESS REPORT ON PREPARATION FOR THE 17" ANALYTICAL
CHEMISTRY CONFERENCE

Since the last Division Meeting, S.Carswell reported that the Electrochemistry Division had
become a participating division in Interact 2004. A website (http://www.interact2004.com)
had already been set up for the conference. Brochures were already distributed to delegates

participating divisions and societies.

S.Carswell also reported that sponsorships were being sought from the Queensland State
Government, Griffith University, in addition to the usual instrumentation companies.

Following some discussions, the Division approved the proposed budget electronically
submitted by S.Carswell prior to this meeting (see Appendix Il). Further, the Division agreed
to provide a float of $15,000 to support Interact 2004.
